2. Do not use regular erasers/scrubbers on the film surface. We recommend
using melamine sponges, or a microfiber towel.

3. Do not cut anything with a knife directly on the film.

4. Do not put hot metal objects on the surface wrapped with the film. If the
object's temperature is higher than 50 degrees Celsius, it may damage the

film.

5. In case of film peeling, please contact your installer to avoid further

damage.
